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Judging at the Encinitas site (Quail Gardens,
Administration, Ecke Building) begins at 7:00
pm on the first Monday of each month. The
facility opens at 6:30 pm.

Juding at the Long Beach site (Whaley Park
club house) begins at 7:00 pm on the fourth
Monday each month.

Anyone interested in orchids is encouraged to
attend and is welcome at the sessions.

At the June 2 session four cultivars were
shown and one was awarded:

Ormistan Bromfield exhibited several plants
of Sophronitis (syn.
Laeliocattleya) Zip
N (purpurata x mil-
lert), each with up to
six flowers per inflo-
rescence. The flow-
ers measured 9.5 cm
NS. h Sepals and petals are reddish maroon,
and the lip is white heavily suffused and
striped purple.

Gin Gan exhibited a cultivar of
Oeceoclades cordylinephylla, a
species from Madacascar. The
branched inflorescence had 35
flowers and buds measuring 1.2
cm. Sepals and petals are light
yellow overlaid and striped
brown, the lip is white and
proximally purple. The greenish
leaves have grayish white patterns. The plant
received a CBR/AOS.

A Phaphiopedilum (St.
Swithin x praestans) was
brought in by Phyllis
Prestia. The cultivar has
three flowers of 19.5 cm
NS. v. on one 20 cm inflo-
rescence. Sepals and pet-
als are yellow; the sepals
are a heavily veined dark
brown. The petals are

proximally dotted dark brown and distally
veined dark brown. The lip is light yellow suf-
fused and veined with maroon. The staminode
is white suffused with light purple and
rimmed in brown.

Helmut Rohrl exhibited
' a Phragmipedium Stair-
1 way to Heaven (wallisii x
popowii) with three
flowers on one 55 cm in-
florescence. The flower
size is 5.5 cm NS. h. and
55 cm NS. v. The dorsal
sepal and the synsepal
are a yellow-veined dark
tan, the petals are off-
white suffused and
veined with maroon, and
the pouch is light tan, overlaid and veined
dark brown.

Start preparing your orchid plant before the
blooms are actually open. By doing so, the
flowers are encouraged to open to their fullest
potential and present themselves in the best
way possible. If you wait too late, just do the
best you can.

2?2t 2

1. Remove any stuff, other than the plants,
like old hangers, stakes, etc. Remove all old
debris, like dead flowers, from the pot.

2. Carefully clean off the outside of the pot
with warm water.

3. Using a pair of clean shears, cut off any old
bloom spikes or remnants. Also remove any
unsightly leaves and trim tips of leaves if they
are brown or ragged. However, remove only
the dead part of a leaf. If most of the plant
looks unhealthy, you are better off not show-
ing it.

4. Carefully remove any dried sheaths from
the pseudobulbs. An old toothbrush mois-
tened with a little water or rubbing alcohol
works well for this job. Be careful not to strip
away any living (green) tissue!

5. Stakes: Insert a stake into the potting me-
dia, close to the bottom of the flowering
growth. The idea is that the media will firmly
anchor the base of the stake, while the top is
anchored to the plant.

Stakes are available in different sizes and ma-
terials—like bamboo and galvanized wire
probably being the most popular. 10-gauge
galvanized wire is great because it holds its
shape, but can be easily bent. You can more
cheaply use coat hanger wire.

Be really careful doing this. Although orchids
are resilient plants, you can easily break a
flower spike.

9 1& ( 2

1. Move the stake close to the flower spike--
don’t move the flower spike close to the stake.

2. Fasten the stake to the top of the pseu-
dobulb, where the leaf meets it, with a piece of
twist-tie or a little clasp.

3. Every plant is different. Sometimes the
stake can be located on a different side of the
pseudobulb—just try to line it up with the in-
florescence. Sometimes you need to bend
wire to support the flower spike, rather than
have it stick upright.

Just be careful and deliberate.

4. At this point the stake can be cut to a level
just below the buds. It’s good to have pliers
that will cut both wire and stakes (most pliers
with built-in wire cutters will do the job).

5. Now, you fasten the inflorescence to the
stake. A short, thick spike (Cattleya) does not
necessarily need to be in actual contact with
the stake. Use the twist wire (“twist-tie”) to
fasten it. If the flowers are still buds, tie a
loop around the spike. The objective here is to
support the inflorescence as the buds develop
and they become heavy. Staking also protects
the flowers while moving the orchid—
especially with Phals and Oncidiums.

6. To clean the chemical and other residue off
the leaves, use an equal mixture of whole
milk and water on a cotton ball . This will give
the leaves a nice natural sheen, as well as
cleaning them. Don’t use oil or commercial
products. Diluted lemon juice also works.

7. Now select a nice looking, even unusual,
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pot to place your potted orchid into. You can
also use a basket, but it doesn’t hide an algae-
covered pot very well. Check out your
neighborhood yard sales for unusual pots that
would work.

8. Finally, a little Spanish moss adds a nice
finishing touch to the presentation.

Be sure that your name is on your plant—an
address label on the bottom of the pot is per-
fect. Your plant’s name needs to be on an
identification tag in the pot or somewhere on
the plant itself.

I buy the little plant clips from SDCOS mem-
ber Lisa Goossens (760-942-4143).

I also get stakes & pots from SDCOS member
Ben Machado (619) 660-9870

This is Oncidium mimeticum, one of the prettiest Oncidiums I've
ever seen or bloomed. The genus was recently changed to Caucaea,
along with O. olivaceum, O. cucullata, and a handful of other similar
species. Most members of the genus are high-altitude growers from
the Columbian Cordillera, and have a reputation for being easy to
kill. I recommend lots of good water, mounting on cork with white

moss, and being patient as they tend to grow very slowly.

Do you think
commercial growers ever move their plants? You bet! Just keep in mind that if
- 2 | you move an orchid to a cooler, shadier, or more humid place, it will need less
water; if it is moved to a brighter, hotter, or less humid place, it will need more.
Do the best you can to keep leaves from wilting or turning yellow/light brown
this time of year, and your plants will probably be thriving by August (and don’t
forget extra fertilizer and water in the summer months).
